Know your script and survey questions. Practice
talking the script with a friend or family member.  

Look around before you knock. See if
there is anything relatable you can use in
your conversation.  

NEVER PUT LITERATURE
 IN MAILBOXES 

Steer clear from using language like, “Do you have a minute to talk or “Are you busy?”. These
make it easy for someone to tell you ‘no’ and shut down the conversation.

Don't go in the house. Safety first! Do Not enter a gate that has a "warning dog" sign or
a sign indicating the resident does not want you to enter.  

Don’t speak negatively of other points of view or people. This
includes other candidates, Republicans and Trump. As Michelle
Obama says, “When they go low, we go high.”
